	Refine their inference skills through analysis of challenging texts, exploring how language shapes meaning.

Developing Number Sense 
	Students build on KS2 skills using rulers, protractors and other measuring tools to construct and measure more complex diagrams with correct mathematical notation, including three-letter angle notation, hatch marks for equal lengths, and arrows for parallel lines. Pie charts are also used to practise drawing and measuring angles. This unit covers key geometric language, the properties of triangles, quadrilaterals, and other polygons, and introduces angle rules to support short chains of reasoning.

Energy/Digestion
	Energy stores and transfers are key concepts in physics. Students learn about different energy stores, how energy is transferred between them, and how to calculate energy costs and efficiency.
In biology, the digestion topic introduces the digestive system and the roles of its organs. Students learn how enzymes and gut bacteria aid digestion

Languages: Spanish

	Give full spoken or written introductions, describe family members using possessive pronouns and adjectives, ask and answer more detailed questions, begin to link sentences with simple connectives (y, pero, también) and show understanding of key grammar:

Natural Forms (by Andy Goldsworthy)
	Pupils will explore natural forms which may include leaves, plants, seashells, flowers, pinecones, and branches. They will practice using different drawing techniques to create an impression of depth in their drawing.

	Pupils will learn to effectively use Google Sketchup for 3D image design and 3D modelling.
