	Pupils will continue to learn how the circulatory system works, including how the heart, blood, and blood vessels transport essential substances around the body. They will investigate how exercise affects heart rate, explore factors that influence healthy lifestyles, and understand how scientific evidence helps people make informed choices about their health.

RE - Judaism: Sacred Stories and Moral Lessons

	Pupils will learn about the events leading up to and during the sinking of the Titanic, including why the ship was considered “unsinkable” and what happened on its maiden voyage. 


Pupils will explore Judaism through sacred stories such as those from the Torah, helping pupils understand key beliefs, values, and traditions. Pupils will be encouraged to reflect on the moral lessons within these stories.
